When assembling the frame we found that assembly was best done on its side. The frame is made up of 3 essential components;
SIDES, HORIZONTALS, TOP FRAME

Place one of the side frames on the floor with the connections facing upwards. Then add the numbered horizontals into the matching
number fixture on the side frame.

Position top frame over extension frame and slide into place.
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Wall Fixing

It is strongly recommended that you use the fixing strap provided to secure the furniture item to the wall to avoid
accidental tipping on uneven floors or from improper use.

e Attach 1 x bracket A to the top rear of the furniture frame

e  Make a mark on the wall approximately 2.5cm below bracket F1 that is installed on the furniture.

e Attach the second bracket F1 to the wall on this mark so it lines up vertically with the bracket on the furniture.

e To fix the bracket to the wall first drill 2 x 5mm holes into the wall at the mark using the bracket as a template
for the hole position.

e Insert the plastic plugs F3 into the holes in the wall and tap lightly with a hammer until they are seated flush.

e Attach the bracket A to the plastic plugs with long screws F5.

e  Move the furniture into position and line up the bracket F1 on the furniture with the bracket F1 on the wall.
e Thread strap F2 through the brackets as shown.
e  Pull strap to secure but do not over-tighten
